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STEP 1  |  Use a trim clip tool to 
remove the clips securing the plastic trim 
to the top of the grille.

STEP 2  |  Move the air intake cowl up/
back and out of the way.

Begin by unpacking all items and inspecting 
for missing pieces or damage. If you have any 
concerns, please contact the company the 
product was purchased from. Extra hardware 
may be included with the product.

HARDWARE INCLUDED
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STEP 3  |  Remove the plastic trim and 
place it off to the side.  

STEP 4  |  Disconnect the camera 
wiring connector by pressing the release 
tab and pulling. 
 
Disconnect the spray hose connector 
located above the passengers head light.

STEP 5  |  If your vehicle is equpped 
with adaptive cruise control, disconnect 
it now by pressing the release tab and 
gently pulling on the connector.
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STEP 6  |  Use a 13mm socket to 
remove the hardware securing the grille 
assembly to the vehicle.

STEP 7  |  If this product is being 
installed on a raptor, there are two 
additional steps to perform. 
 
Disconnect the raptor accessory lighting 
located above the driverside headlight by 
pressing the release tab and pulling. 
 
Remove the valance by grabbing the 
bottom of the clip on each side as shown 
and pull away from the bronco to release 
the side of the valance.  
 
Pull the center of the valance away from 
the bronco to release the clips and set off 
to the sid ea soft surface. 
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STEP 8  |  To remove the grille, pull 
carefully on the grille towards the front of 
the vehicle to un-fasten the clips securing 
the grille. Start at the sides and work 
towards the middle. 
 
Place the grill off to the side on a soft 
work surface to prevent damage to the 
grille.  
 
Note: If you do not pull straight away from the 
vehicle, you may damage the clips on the grille.
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STEP 9  |  Remove the camera wiring 
connector from the camera by pressing 
the release tab and gently pulling.  
 
Remove the camera hose from the camera 
assembly by pulling it out of place.

STEP 10  |  Use a trim clip tool to 
remove the clips securing the camera 
hose to the grille and place it off to the 
side.
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STEP 11  |  Use a trim clip tool to 
remove the clips securing the camera 
wiring to the grille and place it off to the 
side. 
 
 
The factory camera wire will not be   
re-used during installation.

STEP 12  |  Use a T30 torx bit to remove 
the bolts securing the camera housing 
assembly bracket and set it off to the 
side.
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STEP 13  |  Remove the camera 
housing bracket and place it off to the 
side.

STEP 14  |  You can now remove the 
camera housing assembly.
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STEP 15  |  Begin assembling the 
mounting brackets to the camera 
housing.  
 
Place the face plate on the housing, 
followed by small “L” shaped bracket. 
 
Note the orientation of the “L” shaped 
bracket in the image.   

STEP 16  |  Place the mount cover over 
it, and loosely secure with the provided 
M8 hardware.
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STEP 17  |  Loosely secure the 
second, larger “L” shaped bracket to the 
camera assembly using the provided M6 
hardware.

STEP 18  |  Align the camera assembly 
and brackets so that the camera is sitting 
straight and even on the bracket. 
 
Then, secure the M8 hardware using a 
5mm allen bit.

STEP 19  |  Install the included 
extended camera wire to the camera. 
 
When installing the hose to the assembly, 
be sure to install it in the manner it was 
removed.  
 
The factory hose has a check valve directly 
behind the elbow. Connect the elbow to 
the camera assembly so the check valve is 
directly behind it. 
 
Later in the instructions, the gap will be 
bridged using the provided barbs and hose 
extension.

CHECK VALVE
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STEP 20  |  Place the larger “U” shaped 
bracket up to the assembly.  
 
Run the wiring and hose so that it goes 
under the “U” in the bracket. The wiring 
and hose should not be pinched in any 
way.

STEP 21  |  Align the upper bracket so 
that it is straight and even, then secure 
the M6 hardware using a 4mm allen bit.

STEP 22  |  Place the entire assembly 
behind the fairlead. 
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STEP 23  |  Feed the winch cable 
through the fairlead and the camera 
wire and washer hose over the top of the 
fairlead.  
 
If your bumper has a closed top portion 
on the fairlead mount like the DV8 FBBR-
01, then feed the camera wire and washer 
hose though the fairlead hole.  
 
Then, install the camera assembly/
bracket behind the fairlead and secure 
using the provided M10 hardware with a 
16mm socket and 17mm wrench.
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STEP 24  |  Double check that the 
wires and hose are not pinched and that 
the camera assembly is sitting straight 
and even the bracket. 

STEP 25  |  For our install we routed 
under the grille, behind the passenger 
side headlight. 
 
To extend the hose, first seperate the 
hose into two peices by removing the 
connection located directly behind the 
check valve. 
 
Remove the remaining plastic connector, 
and use the provided barbs to install the 
hose extension.

STEP 26  |  Connect the camera wiring 
harness by pressing it into place until the 
clip is secure. 
 
Then, connect the factory hose connectors 
to the factory hose line on the vehicle.

STEP 27  |  Carefully place the grille 
into place to and secure it by pressing/
applying pressure to the grille to press the 
clips into place.  
 
Ensure the grille and clips are aligned and 
straight before applying pressure or you 
may break the clips.

STEP 28  |  Use a 13mm socket and 
the factory hardware to secure the grille to 
the vehicle.

STEP 29  |  Place the plastic grille trim 
back into place above the grille and pull 
the factory air intake cowl. Secure using 
the factory plastic grille trim using the 
factory push clips.
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STEP 30  |  Double check fitment and 
all hardware is secure.
